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The Threat of lllegal Immigration to India’s Security and Constitutional
Safeguards
lllegal immigration has emerged as a pressing issue in India, posing multifaceted challenges to
the country’s security, governance, and social harmony. The presence of illegal immigrants, particularly
from Bangladesh and the Rohingya community from Myanmar, has triggered significant concerns,

ranging from demographic changes to law and order disturbances.

The infiltration of illegal immigrants poses a grave threat to India’s internal security. Reports
suggest that some illegal immigrants, particularly Rohingyas, may have links with extremist
organizations, making them potential agents for anti- national activities. The porous borders with
Bangladesh and Myanmar have facilitated the unchecked movement of individuals, raising the risk of
cross-border terrorism, human trafficking, and drug smuggling. These security threats not only

endanger India’s sovereignty but also undermine its fight against terrorism and organized crime.

The influx of illegal immigrants has also led to disturbances in law and order in several regions,
especially in states like Assam, West Bengal, and Jammu & Kashmir. Clashes between locals and
illegal immigrants over resources, employment, and cultural dominance have resulted in tensions and
violence. For example, the large-scale migration of Bangladeshis into Assam has significantly altered
the demographic landscape, leading to ethnic and communal strife, as withessed during the Assam

Movement and the Nellie massacre.

lllegal immigration has caused significant demographic changes, particularly in border states.
The unchecked influx of Bangladeshi migrants has led to the dilution of local cultures, languages, and
traditions, causing resentment among indigenous communities. The demographic shift has also created
political repercussions, with illegal immigrants being used as vote banks, further polarizing societies

and eroding democratic processes.

These demographic changes disturb the delicate social and cultural synergy that India has
maintained for centuries. The influx of individuals with distinct socio-cultural identities can lead to
alienation and hinder national integration. lllegal immigrants put an immense strain on India’s limited
resources. The influx of unauthorized individuals increases the burden on public infrastructure,
healthcare, and education systems. It also disrupts the Public Distribution System (PDS), as illegal
immigrants often obtain fake identity documents to access subsidized food and other benefits meant
for Indian citizens. This diversion of resources directly affects the vulnerable sections of Indian society,

especially those living below the poverty line.

Food security, in particular, is at risk as the growing population of illegal immigrants
exacerbates demand for essential commodities. This situation not only creates economic imbalances

but also threatens India’s efforts to achieve sustainable development.



India’s Constitution guarantees certain rights and safeguards exclusively for its citizens. For instance,
Article 15 and Article 16 provide protection against discrimination and ensure equal opportunities for
Indian citizens. However, the presence of illegal immigrants undermines these constitutional

provisions by unfairly competing with citizens for jobs, benefits, and other resources.

Furthermore, the Citizenship (Amendment) Act, 2019 (CAA), and the proposed National
Register of Citizens (NRC) aim to address the problem of illegal immigration by distinguishing between
genuine refugees and economic migrants. However, the implementation of such measures has faced
resistance due to political opposition and human rights concerns, complicating efforts to tackle the

issue effectively.

lllegal immigration is a complex challenge that threatens India’s national security, social
harmony, and constitutional safeguards. The presence of Rohingya and Bangladeshi illegal immigrants
has led to demographic shifts, strained resources, and heightened security risks. Addressing this issue
requires a multifaceted approach, including stricter border control, better identification mechanisms,

and effective implementation of legal measures like the NRC and CAA.

India must strike a delicate balance between humanitarian considerations and national interests to
protect its sovereignty and ensure that the rights of its citizens are not compromised. Without timely
and effective action, the demographic changes and socio-economic challenges posed by illegal

immigration could disturb the synergy that defines the Indian ethos.

Triple talaqg: a controversial practice

Triple talaq, also known as talag-e-bid’ah, is an Islamic practice that allows a husband to divorce his wife by
pronouncing "talaq" (divorce) three times in one sitting. Historically rooted in certain interpretations of Islamic
jurisprudence, this practice has sparked intense debate globally due to its implications for gender equality,
women’s rights, and social justice. In recent years, triple talaq has undergone significant scrutiny, particularly in
India, where legal reforms have reshaped its status. This article explores the origins, controversies, and legal
developments surrounding triple talaq, focusing on its socio-cultural and legal impact.

Origins and Religious Context

Triple talaq originates from Islamic family law, which is derived from the Quran, Hadith (sayings of the Prophet
Muhammad), and interpretations by Islamic scholars. In Islamic jurisprudence, divorce is permitted under specific
conditions, with an emphasis on reconciliation and fairness. The Quran outlines a structured process for divorce,
known as talaq, which typically involves a waiting period (iddah) to allow for reflection and mediation. However,
talag-e-bid’ah (instant triple talaq) deviates from this by allowing a husband to end a marriage immediately
without adhering to the prescribed process.This practice emerged in certain schools of Sunni Islamic thought,
particularly the Hanafi chool, which is prevalent in South Asia. While some scholars justified triple talag as a
quick resolution to marital disputes, others criticized it as a distortion of Islamic principles, arguing that it
disregards the Quran’s emphasis on deliberation and reconciliation. The practice has been banned or restricted
in several Muslim-majority countries, including Pakistan, Bangladesh, and Saudi Arabia, due to its perceived
misuse and harm to women.

The Controversy Surrounding Triple Talaq

Triple talag has been a lightning rod for controversy, particularly for its impact on women. Critics argue that the
practice is inherently patriarchal, as it grants husbands unilateral power to dissolve a marriage without judicial
oversight or the wife’s consent. This often leaves women, especially those economically dependent, in vulnerable
positions, facing sudden abandonment, financial insecurity, and social stigma.The arbitrary nature of triple talaq
has also been criticized. In some cases, husbands have pronounced triple talag impulsively—via phone calls, text
messages, or even social media— leaving little room for reconciliation or legal recourse. This has led to
widespread calls for reform from women’s rights activists, who argue that the practice violates principles of
gender justice and human rights. On the other hand, defenders of triple talaq, including some conservative
Islamic scholars, argue that it is a legitimate religious practice rooted in Islamic tradition. They contend that
banning it infringes on religious freedom and the autonomy of Muslim personal law. However, even within Islamic

scholarship, there is no consensus, with many scholars advocating for adherence to the Quranic process of



divorce over instant triple talaqg.

Triple Talaq in India: A Legal Battle

IN India, triple talaq became a focal point of legal and political discourse, culminating in its criminalization in
2019. The practice was particularly contentious in India due to the country’s secular legal framework and its
diverse religious communities. Muslim personal law, which governs marriage and divorce for Indian Muslims,
allowed triple talaq, leading to numerous cases of women being divorced arbitrarily. The movement to ban triple
talag gained momentum through high-profile legal challenges. In 2016, Shayara Bano, a Muslim woman from
Uttarakhand, filed a petition in the Supreme Court of India after her husband divorced her via triple talag. Banjo’s
case highlighted the plight of women left destitute by the practice, sparking a nationwide debate. Several other
women and women’s rights organizations joined the cause, arguing that triple talaq violated constitutional
guarantees of equality and non-discrimination. In August 2017, the Supreme Court delivered a landmark
judgment in the Shayara Bano v. Union of India case. A five-judge bench, by a 3:2 majority, declared instant
triple talaq unconstitutional, citing its violation of Article 14 (equality before the law) and Article 21 (right to life
and personal liberty) of the Indian Constitution. The court ruled that the practice was not an essential part of
Islam and urged the government to legislate on the issue. Following the verdict, the Indian government introduced
the Muslim Women (Protection of Rights on Marriage) Bill, which was passed in 2019. The law criminalized
instant triple talag, making it punishable with up to three years in prison and a fine. The legislation also provided
protections for Muslim women, including rights to maintenance and custody of children post-divorce.

Impact and Criticism of the 2019 Law

The criminalization of triple talaq in India was hailed as a victory for women'’s rights by activists and many Muslim
women. It was seen as a step toward gender justice, ensuring that women were not left vulnerable to arbitrary
divorces. The law also aligned India with several Muslim-majority countries that had already reformed or banned
the practice. However, the legislation faced criticism on multiple fronts. Some Muslim organizations and scholars
argued that criminalizing triple talaq infringed on religious freedom and that personal laws should be governed
by religious communities rather than the state. Others criticized the punitive approach, arguing that imprisonment
does not address the root causes of marital disputes and may deter reconciliation. Critics also pointed out that
the law could be misused to target Muslim men, especially in a politically polarized climate. Data on the law’s
impact is limited, but reports suggest mixed outcomes. While some women have used the law to seek justice,
others face challenges in accessing legal
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Women’s Safety: A Continuing Struggle for Justice and Equality

Women’s safety remains one of the most pressing concerns in contemporary
society. Despite constitutional guarantees and numerous policies, half of humanity
continues to grapple with harassment, discrimination, and violence. Ancient Indian
texts, however, recognized the value and dignity of women. The Manusmriti states,
“Yatra naryastu pujyante ramante tatra devata” — “Where women are honored,
divinity blossoms there.” Similarly, the Mahabharata emphasizes the protection of
women, describing it as a moral duty of society: “Strinam raksa dharmasya mulam”
— “The protection of women is the root of righteousness.” These texts illustrate that
the idea of safeguarding women is not modern but deeply ingrained in India’s

cultural and ethical fabric.

Historically, India also made progressive strides in women’s political rights. Indian
women received universal suffrage in 1950, immediately after the adoption of the
Constitution. This was decades ahead of many Western nations; for instance,
Switzerland granted women the right to vote only in 1971, and France in 1944. The
fact that voting rights were granted without distinction of gender at the time of
independence reflects India’s recognition of women as equal citizens in shaping the

nation. Yet, legal rights on paper do not always translate into safety in practice.

Women continue to face multiple challenges. From domestic violence and
workplace harassment to trafficking and sexual assault, the threats are pervasive
and diverse. Socio-economic disparities exacerbate these risks, particularly for
women from marginalized communities. Feminist activists have long highlighted the
societal roots of these challenges. Gloria Steinem once said, “A woman without a
man is like a fish without a bicycle,” emphasizing independence and equality, while
Simone de Beauvoir remarked, “One is not born, but rather becomes, a woman,”

pointing out that societal constructs impose limitations and vulnerabilities on



women.

Despite numerous laws like the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act
(2005) and amendments to the Indian Penal Code, enforcement remains weak.
Police apathy, delayed trials, and social stigma hinder justice. Policies often fail to
address the root causes of violence, such as patriarchal norms and gender
discrimination, making legal recourse less effective. Programs aimed at
empowerment, such as education and economic support, are crucial but

inconsistently implemented, leaving many women vulnerable.

For true women’s safety, society must combine legal reform with cultural
transformation. Honoring women as the Manusmriti prescribes, enforcing existing
laws, and promoting gender sensitization are essential. As Malala Yousafzai aptly
puts it, “We cannot all succeed when half of us are held back.” Women’s safety is
not merely a legal obligation but a reflection of a society’s moral and ethical health.
Only when women feel secure in every sphere—home, workplace, and public

spaces—can society genuinely progress.
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
