“COMMUNITY SERVICE AS A SENTENCE IN BNS, 2023: SCOPE AND CHALLENGES”

Introduction

The Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS), 2023 has introduced several transformative reforms in India’s
substantive criminal law, one of the most notable being the recognition of community service as a formal mode
of punishment. Under the Indian Penal Code, 1860, sentencing was largely confined to imprisonment, fine,
forfeiture, and death penalty. The BNS marks a shift toward restorative and reformative justice by incorporating
punishments that engage offenders in socially useful work rather than isolating them in prisons. This innovation
reflects modern criminological thinking that minor offenders should be corrected through constructive
responsibility instead of custodial incarceration.

Community service as a sentence is provided mainly for petty and first-time offences such as defamation,
attempt to suicide, public nuisance, misconduct in public places, and other minor violations. The legislative intent
is to reduce overcrowding in jails, prevent criminal contamination of young offenders, and ensure compensation
to society for the harm caused. The reform aligns Indian law with practices prevailing in the United Kingdom,
Canada, Australia, and many European jurisdictions where unpaid social work orders have proved effective in re-
integrating offenders.

Scope under BNS, 2023
The BNS empowers courts to award community service either as:
1. A substantive and independent sentence, or

2. An alternative to short-term imprisonment or fine.

This discretion enables judges to craft proportional punishment considering the nature of offence, background of
offender, age, gender, socio-economic condition, and possibility of reform. The sanction is particularly beneficial
in offences where imprisonment would be excessive but mere fine would be inadequate. Through this mechanism,
sentencing becomes more humane and individualized.
Another dimension of scope is its restorative character. Offenders may be directed to work in government
hospitals, schools, local bodies, environmental cleaning drives, old-age homes, libraries, or legal aid camps. Such
engagement creates empathy in the offender, develops work ethics, and provides tangible benefit to the victim
community. For students of law like in institutions such as Manu Law College this reform opens new field of
empirical research on sentencing policy and victimology.
Merits of the Reform

« De-carceration: Prevents unnecessary imprisonment in minor crimes.

o Reformative impact: Encourages discipline and social sensitivity.

o Cost effective: State need not bear expense of keeping offender in jail.

e Prison decongestion: Addresses serious problem of overcrowded prisons.
« Victim orientation: Society receives direct service as symbolic reparation.

These advantages indicate a clear movement from colonial punitive philosophy to Indian constitutional values of
dignity, fraternity, and social justice.

Challenges in Implementation

Despite its progressive promise, community service sentencing faces multiple obstacles:

1. Absence of Detailed Guidelines

The BNS does not exhaustively define the nature, duration, monitoring authority, or consequences of default.
Without a sentencing framework, orders may become arbitrary and inconsistent across courts in different states.

2. Administrative Infrastructure

Effective community service requires probation officers, supervising agencies, work placement institutions,
attendance registers, insurance coverage, and transport facilities. Many districts, especially semi-urban areas like



Nichlaul-Maharajganj, presently lack such machinery.
3. Enforcement and Compliance
If an offender refuses to work or performs it negligently, the law is unclear whether imprisonment will
automatically follow. Weak enforcement may reduce the sanction to a mere symbolic ritual.
4. Risk of Discrimination
There is danger that influential offenders may obtain comfortable service while poor persons receive harsh labor.
Equality before law under Article 14 demands uniform standards.
5. Public Perception
Indian society traditionally equates punishment with jail. Victims may feel dissatisfied thinking the offender has
“escaped.” Awareness programs by bodies such as NALSA and District Legal Services Authorities are essential
to explain its rationale.
Need of Complementary Reforms
To overcome these issues, following steps are suggested:

o Framing Central and State Community Service Rules similar to Probation of Offenders Act procedures.

« Integration with Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 and Probation Services.

o Creation of district panels of institutions (libraries, hospitals relevant to Neha’s field as well) for

placement.

o Use of digital tracking through e-courts portal.

o Orientation of judiciary, police, and prosecutors.
Conclusion:

Community service as a sentence in BNS, 2023 is a landmark experiment in Indian criminal jurisprudence.

It embodies restorative justice, respects human dignity, and seeks meaningful accountability for minor offenders.
However, its success will depend not merely on statutory recognition but on robust institutional support,
transparent guidelines, and social acceptance. If implemented sincerely, the reform can humanize sentencing
culture and convert punishment into opportunity for social repair rather than revenge.

The Threat of Illegal Immigration to India’s Security and Constitutional Safeguards

lllegal immigration has emerged as a pressing issue in India, posing multifaceted challenges to
the country’s security, governance, and social harmony. The presence of illegal immigrants, particularly
from Bangladesh and the Rohingya community from Myanmar, has triggered significant concerns,

ranging from demographic changes to law and order disturbances.

The infiltration of illegal immigrants poses a grave threat to India’s internal security. Reports
suggest that some illegal immigrants, particularly Rohingyas, may have links with extremist
organizations, making them potential agents for anti- national activities. The porous borders with
Bangladesh and Myanmar have facilitated the unchecked movement of individuals, raising the risk of
cross-border terrorism, human trafficking, and drug smuggling. These security threats not only

endanger India’s sovereignty but also undermine its fight against terrorism and organized crime.

The influx of illegal immigrants has also led to disturbances in law and order in several regions,
especially in states like Assam, West Bengal, and Jammu & Kashmir. Clashes between locals and
illegal immigrants over resources, employment, and cultural dominance have resulted in tensions and
violence. For example, the large-scale migration of Bangladeshis into Assam has significantly altered
the demographic landscape, leading to ethnic and communal strife, as withessed during the Assam

Movement and the Nellie massacre.

lllegal immigration has caused significant demographic changes, particularly in Border States.
The unchecked influx of Bangladeshi migrants has led to the dilution of local cultures, languages, and
traditions, causing resentment among indigenous communities. The demographic shift has also created
political repercussions, with illegal immigrants being used as vote banks, further polarizing societies

and eroding democratic processes.

These demographic changes disturb the delicate social and cultural synergy that India has
maintained for centuries. The influx of individuals with distinct socio-cultural identities can lead to
alienation and hinder national integration. lllegal immigrants put an immense strain on India’s limited
resources. The influx of unauthorized individuals increases the burden on public infrastructure,
healthcare, and education systems. It also disrupts the Public Distribution System (PDS), as illegal
immigrants often obtain fake identity documents to access subsidized food and other benefits meant
for Indian citizens. This diversion of resources directly affects the vulnerable sections of Indian society,
especially those living below the poverty line.

Food security, in particular, is at risk as the growing population of illegal immigrants
exacerbates demand for essential commodities. This situation not only creates economic imbalances

but also threatens India’s efforts to achieve sustainable development.

India’s Constitution guarantees certain rights and safeguards exclusively for its citizens. For instance,
Article 15 and Article 16 provide protection against discrimination and ensure equal opportunities for

Indian citizens. However, the presence of illegal immigrants undermines these constitutional



provisions by unfairly competing with citizens for jobs, benefits, and other resources.

Furthermore, the Citizenship (Amendment) Act, 2019 (CAA), and the proposed National
Register of Citizens (NRC) aim to address the problem of illegal immigration by distinguishing between
genuine refugees and economic migrants. However, the implementation of such measures has faced
resistance due to political opposition and human rights concerns, complicating efforts to tackle the

issue effectively.

lllegal immigration is a complex challenge that threatens India’s national security, social
harmony, and constitutional safeguards. The presence of Rohingya and Bangladeshi illegal immigrants
has led to demographic shifts, strained resources, and heightened security risks. Addressing this issue
requires a multifaceted approach, including stricter border control, better identification mechanisms,

and effective implementation of legal measures like the NRC and CAA.

India must strike a delicate balance between humanitarian considerations and national interests to
protect its sovereignty and ensure that the rights of its citizens are not compromised. Without timely
and effective action, the demographic changes and socio-economic challenges posed by illegal

immigration could disturb the synergy that defines the Indian ethos.

Women’s safety remains one of the most pressing concerns in contemporary society. Despite constitutional
guarantees and numerous policies, half of humanity continues to grapple with harassment, discrimination, and
violence. Ancient Indian texts, however, recognized the value and dignity of women. The Manusmriti states,
“Yatra naryastu pujyante ramante tatra devata” — “Where women are honored, divinity blossoms there.”
Similarly, the Mahabharata emphasizes the protection of women, describing it as a moral duty of society:
“Strinam raksa dharmasya mulam” — “The protection of women is the root of righteousness.” These texts
illustrate that the idea of safeguarding women is not modern but deeply ingrained in India’s cultural and ethical
fabric.

Historically, India also made progressive strides in women'’s political rights. Indian women received universal
suffrage in 1950, immediately after the adoption of the Constitution. This was decades ahead of many Western
nations; for instance, Switzerland granted women the right to vote only in 1971, and France in 1944. The fact
that voting rights were granted without distinction of gender at the time of independence reflects India’s
recognition of women as equal citizens in shaping the nation. Yet, legal rights on paper do not always translate
into safety in practice.

Women continue to face multiple challenges. From domestic violence and workplace harassment to trafficking
and sexual assault, the threats are pervasive and diverse. Socio-economic disparities exacerbate these risks,
particularly for women from marginalized communities. Feminist activists have long highlighted the societal
roots of these challenges. Gloria Steinem once said, “A woman without a man is like a fish without a bicycle,”
emphasizing independence and equality, while Simone de Beauvoir remarked, “One is not born, but rather
becomes, a woman,” pointing out that societal constructs impose limitations and vulnerabilities on women.

Despite numerous laws like the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act (2005) and amendments to
the Indian Penal Code, enforcement remains weak. Police apathy, delayed trials, and social stigma hinder justice.
Policies often fail to address the root causes of violence, such as patriarchal norms and gender discrimination,
making legal recourse less effective. Programs aimed at empowerment, such as education and economic
support, are crucial but inconsistently implemented, leaving many women vulnerable.

For true women’s safety, society must combine legal reform with cultural transformation. Honoring women as
the Manusmriti prescribes, enforcing existing laws, and promoting gender sensitization are essential. As Malala
Yousafzai aptly puts it, “We cannot all succeed when half of us are held back.” Women’s safety is not merely a
legal obligation but a reflection of a society’s moral and ethical health. Only when women feel secure in every
sphere—home, workplace, and public spaces—can society genuinely progress.

FEDERAL FORM OF GOVERNMENT IN INDIA
Introduction

No Indian constitution is not purely federal in nature. The Constitution of India establishes a
federal structure to the Indian Government, it to be a "Union of States" under Article 1. Indian model of
federalism is called the quasi-federal system as it contains major features of both a federal and unitary
government.

As per K.C Wheare has argued that the nature of Indian Constitution is quasi-federal in nature.

Federalism establishes a dual polity, a two-tier governmental system, with the Central
Government at one level and the State Government at the other. The Constitution marks off the sphere
of action of each Level of government by devising an elaborate scheme of distribution of legislative,
administrative, and financial powers between the Centre and the States. A Government is entitled to
act within its assigned field and cannot go out of it or Encroach on the field assigned to the other
government.

The Indian Federalism has been designed after a close and careful study of the contemporary
trends in these federations. Consequently, the Indian federal scheme while incorporating the
advantages of a federal structure yet seeks to mitigate some of its usual weaknesses of rigidity and
legalism.

A federal system is different from a unitary system in that sovereignty is constitutionally split
between two territorial levels so that each level can act Independently of each other in some areas.

There are two kinds of federations:
Holding Together Federation: In this type, powers are shared between various constituent

parts to accommodate the diversity in the whole entity. Here, powers are generally tilted towards the

central authority. Example: India, Spain, Belgium.
Coming Together Federation: In this type, independent states come together to form a

larger unit. Here, states enjoy more autonomy as compared to the Holding together kind of federation.

Example: USA, Australia, Switzerland.

Rigidity

Making amendments to the Constitution is a very rigid, process as compared to passing of
ordinary laws. Amendments pertaining to those parts of the Constitution, which define the relationship
between the Union and States, Are required to be passed by a two-third majority of the members
present and voting in the Parliament and be ratified by half of the states of the Indian Union.
Division of Powers

The very objective for, which a federation is formed, is the division of powers between the union
and the states. There seems to be a comprehensive attempt to define the limits of the Central and State
governments in the Indian Constitution. The Constitution has three lists, List | that is the Union List, List
Il that is the State List, and List Il that is the Concurrent List. List Ill Includes residuary subjects on
which both the governments can make laws. In fact, it was presumed that central coordination in certain
fields would be Desirable in the national interest and, therefore, the subjects of national and common
interest were placed in the concurrent jurisdiction of the two Governments. This exhaustive attempt to
define the jurisdiction of the two Governmental levels supports the federal claim of the Indian

Constitution.

Independent Judiciary

Indian Constitution provides a system of judicial review of the governmental Legislations by the
Supreme Court and the High Courts. Judiciary can set aside an Act of any government, if it goes against
the provisions of the Constitution or if, in its opinion, has been passed without concurrence to the
procedure laid down by the law.

Bicameralism:

Bicameralism means there are two houses of Parliament-a lower house or a Popular house
having representatives elected directly by the people; and an In case both the governments make laws
on any subjects of the Concurrent List at the same upper house or a second chamber representing the
federating units. The Indian Parliament is also bicameral. It has two houses, namely the lower House,
that is, the Lok Sabha; and the upper house namely the council of States, that is, the Rajya Sabha.

In some exceptional situations it attaints unitary in nature Single Citizenship

Indian Constitution does not provide for dual citizenship. Every citizen of India is Indian by birth. There
is only one nationality.

Centre's Supremacy

Theoretically, in a federation, both the governments should be independent of each other, and
none should be allowed to encroach upon the autonomy of the other. In our federation, we have a strong
Centre, as compared to the states. Owing to its strong position politically, economically, and financially
the Centre can make inroads into the provincial sphere of action. This does not uphold the federation
spirit. It is not just 'distribution of powers' but is the constitutional guarantee of the state autonomy that



makes the 'distribution of powers' the essence of federalism. In Indian case, a powerful Centre with a
large jurisdiction can always show its supremacy over the states.

Appointment of Governors and other High Appointments the Governors are appointed by the
President at the behest of the Centre &State governors hold office at the pleasure of President. There
is no effective say of a state government in regard to the appointment or removal of a Governor. A
Governor merely acts, as an agent of the centre. Apart from the appointment of Governors, the judges
of the High Courts, who come under the jurisdiction of the state, are appointed by the President of India.
Centre also dominates the States in regard to All India Services (AlS) like Indian Administrative Services
(IAS) and Indian Police Services (IPS). Members of AIS are appointed by the President of India. The
Parliament may also create a new AlS, if the Rajya Sabha passes a resolution by a 2/3rd majority of its
members present and voting. The manner of posting and promotion of the members of AIS is also
decided by the Centre.

Disciplinary action against such officers can be initiated by the UPSC alone. The Election
Commissioner and the Comptroller and Auditor General of India are the central government employees
and they do work for the states also. This reflects the state governments are virtually run by the high
officials of the Union Government.

Conclusion:

Hence it cleared that Indian constitution is beg of borrowing neither federal nor unitary but in between
called quasi federal constitution of India. In my point of view, it is best form of democracy where no
wings cannot use unlimited powers followed constitutionalism. There is check and balance among
different wings which helps in smooth functioning of constitution. It is based of doctrine of separation
clearly reflects in given articles 245 to 246. In certain situation it attains unitary character; Articles
249,250,252,253, or 356 expressly mentions that situation in which Centre makes law with regard to

subject matter of state. It makes Indian constitution a comprehensive document.
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
